Comments: Commissioner Davis expressed unease and posed questions regarding availability of the NSP2
funds, CRA’s interest in the perception of the City from outsiders, rather than, the perception of existing
residents. Ms. Simpson explained that the NSP2 funds are restricted in terms of their use, and because this
activity is a planning related function, the activity is within the eligible uses of NSP2 funds. She also remarked
how important these reports are to CRA’s work in better understanding the City’s housing markets.
Commissioner Leonard added this resolution is related to a previous board request to broaden the survey’s
participants to include current residents to which this resolution responds. Commissioner Davis asked how the
survey would be administered. Ms. Simpson noted that residents will be able to complete the survey online or
in person by hard copy. Commissioner Bowman stated his understanding of the action and asked whether his
understanding is correct. Board Counsel confirmed. There were no questions or comments.
